                  Food Safety Training and Certification (FoSTaC) initiative by FSSAI, Government 
of India helps food handler, technicians and other persons related to food safety can get the 
authenticated training and certificate for the same. On the occasion of safety week, this 
programme was arranged by B. Voc. (FPT) Modern college, Ganeshkhind in collaboration with 
FoSTaC and HARIDRA- Food Safety Assurance agency.  

                  This training and certification programme was of beginner level and certification 
given was of Food Safety Supervisor. This one day session was conducted for students of Food 
Processing Technology and Food Entrepreneurs in Pune district. Programme was conducted in 
Audio Visual Hall of Modern College, Ganeshkhind. 

               Inauguration of the event was with warm welcome of our delighted guests, program 
partners and trainers. Prof. Mrunal Pardeshi, Head of B. Voc. Food Processing Technology 
gave a brief idea about the evolvement of FoSTaC through FSSAI followed by the introduction 
of people involved for the conduction of program.

Report –  Department of Zoology, Modern college of Arts, Science, Commerce Ganeshkhind, 

Pune in collaboration with Mr. Biologist, MIT (Kothrud), Pune has organized 2 day Workshop on 

Structural Biology and Drug Discovery” for Zoology students. UG as well as PG Students 

participated in this workshop. A detailed informative lecture was delivered by Senior 

Bioinformatician Mr. Vaibhav Sable and from Mr. Biologist, Pune. They explained the basics 

concepts of bioinformatics and its application in field of biology and drug discovery through an 

informative powerpoint presentation. They provide information about the various Databases such 

as NCBI, NIH, UNIPROT, etc available online for getting nucleotide, protein or any gene 

sequences of any organism.  Our students learnt how to use softwares such as SOAPMA, MEGA, 

CLUSTAL W, RASMOL that can be sued to generate 2-D or 3-D structure of proteins and to 

construct phylogenetic trees using multiple sequence alignment. 

The powerpoint presentation is followed by Hands-On Practical sessions and training conducted 

in computer lab where students got an opportunity to perform practical related to find nucleotide 



and protein sequences from online databases, construct 2-d and 3-D structure of proteins using 

SOAPMA, RASMOL and to construct phylogenetic trees using MEGA softwares.
