Even after four centuries,
his plays continue to be studied, performed,
reinterpreted and sometimes, even criticized in diverse
cultural and political contexts throughout the world, and
his words and works still continue to influence and
impress. Ben Jonson, a playwright, poet and literary
critic during the time of Shakespeare, prefaced a
posthumous collected edition of Shakespeare's
dramatic works, saying that 'He was not of an age, but

for all the time' and had called Shakespeare 'Soul of the
age, the applause, the delight, the wonder of our stage'.
Owing to the beauty of the language and the universal
themes of love, loss, revenge, sorrow and comedy, in
his plays; they are translated and performed more often
than those of any other playwright. His existing works
consist of 38 plays and 154 sonnets. In his glorious
twenty-four years career, he penned a plethora of
comedies, romances, tragedies and tragicomedies. His
impact on the language, literature and culture is
impossible to ignore. Hundreds of words and phrases
coined by him are widely used today. If you are 'a sorry
sight' when you 'catch a cold'; whether you 'break the
ice' or say 'good riddance' to someone; whether you 'lie-
low' or have a 'scuffle’; whether you 'gossip' or 'grovel’;

"Dollar Bahu".

A well known writer in English and Kannada, she has
written novels, technical books, travelogues, collections of
short stories and non-fiction pieces and books for children.
She is also a recipient of R. K. Narayan Award for literature
and ‘Padmashree’ in 2006, and has also been the
chairperson of Infosys Foundation.

"Dollar Bahu" focuses on the mentality of a family;
particularly a woman who plays the role of mother-in-law in
the story. The story revolves around a fact that, money plays
a crucial role in the way family members treat one another.
"Dollar", the American currency; overpowers "Rupee", the
Indian currency and relations start getting bitter.

Vineeta Marries Girish, a bank clerk and starts living with
his family in Bangalore. She adjusts to her new family well,
looking after her husband, father-in-law and mother-in-laws’
constant criticism. But when Girish’s elder brother, Chandru,
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who is in the U.S.A., decides to get married, Vinita has to
listen to the endless comparision made between her and
Chandru’s wife the "Dollar Bahu", whose husband earns the
valuable dollar that have brought the family its rent affluence.
Soon, Vineeta delivered a healthy baby boy but unfortunately
this too didn’t work out well to her as she craved for the love
and affection of her mother-in-law; the reason being "Dollar
Bahu", Jamuna; was pregnant. Gourmma was more
concerned about the unborn baby than the grandchild
growing in front of her eyes. She prayed for her well-being
and safe delivery of her "Dollar Bahu"; delicious eatables,
masala powder, chutneys and pickles were packed for her as
Gouramma was soon going to visit U.S.A.

Vineeta watched in silence. She remembered how they
had treated her when she was pregnant : no gifts, no sweets
not even a tender word. She also felt that there would be now
new complication — constant comparison between her son
and the dollar granddaughter. She wanted to escape this
atmosphere of constant comparison and fair judgement and
with the help and support of her father-in-law who had
sensed that Vineeta was slowly losing her health and peace
of mind; she steps of the house to live her life separately in
another city.

On the other hand, once Gouramma reaches US to visit
her US-based son and daughter-in-law, she realizes that, "All
that glitter is not gold", Her dollar Bahu gives her a reality
check through her behavior towards her and Gouramma
realises that how liberating life can be, in the U.S.A. away
from the strict norms that govern Indian middle class life. But
she also begins to understand that more dollars cannot buy
the leve and respect that she gets as her due in India.

Gouramma realizes that she must forge a new
relationship with Vinuta — but Vinuta has of first forgive and
forgetthe past.

Most of the families go through the same situations and
people get themselves caged in the marrialistic pleasure
rather than family relations. They don’t realize money is just a
source to live life not a source to live a happy and peaceful
life.

"Doller Bahu", is thus an excellent work by Sudha Murthy
which give us a reality check about of American and Indian
life and thus also makes us realize how lucky, we are to be
born in country where families and relationships are
treasured more than "Rupee"!!

A Passage towards Retrospection

A Passage To Indiais a
marvelously written sad
novel. It emotively
recreates the British Raj
b 48 in India; and offers an
Ve insight into how the
~ Empire was run. This
novel explores the
human relationships,
particularly that between
the Indians and the
British during the pre-
independence era. This
book enables today’s
generation to understand
the complexities and the
segregation which existed in India prior to Independence in
1947. It has also been viewed as a tale of powerlessness and
alienation, in the sense that Indians have had to remain under
the Britishers because they had been regarded as the blacks
and the less-equals. E.M. Forster brings to light the fact that
despite being in the motherland of the Indians and
considered to be in exile as well, they in all possible ways
create a difficult life for the Indians. This can be highlighted
from the incident whereby the protagonist, Mr. Aziz was
accused of sexual assault of Miss. Adela Quested during a
visit to the Malabar Caves After the incident, the gap between
the two races widened because Dr. Aziz, Whom Indians
believed, did nothing to miss. Quested was being
emotionally tortured. But at the end we can see how the
British had to themselves accept that the Indians are not
inferior to them. Miss. Quested accepts that she told lies
about Dr. Aziz and that creates turning point the novel
whereby Britishers were asked to go back to their country.
The author, having lived in India for a few years, openly
wrote about the vast pluriculturalism which is present in
India. Part 1 of the novel is named ‘Mosque’ and the Part 3 is
named ‘Temple’. These two parts explore the festivals that

both Hindus and Muslims celebrate in India. Particularly the
celebration of Mohurrum is seen in Part 1 and the Krishna
Ashtami is seen in Part 3. So this creates a great interest for
the readers as it enables the understanding of religious as
well as racial complexities that were present during the
British Raj.

A Passage To India, has personally helped me in the
understanding of the racial and religious prejudices which
created havoc and chaos in India before Independence. It is
not only a novel that deals with wrongs of the Empire but it
also talks about friendships, that too between Dr. Aziz and
Mrs. Moore, his English friend. There is the element of love
that Forster puts forward in the relationship of two Britishers.
Illusion and fantasy is also depicted in the character of the
two British ladies who come to India to discover the “real
India”. So, A Passage To India is a mixture of all human
emotions and relations with a touch of reality and
superstitions.

Initially the author asks a question about whether the
Indians and the British can be friends. And we come to a
conclusion in the last part of the novel that, “Yes, they can be
friends, but not in India.” It is to be said that A Passage to
India is a searing portrayal of the English mismanagement of
India, as well as an accusatory missal against many of the
racist attitudes the English colonial administration held. The
different human characteristics which the author explores
throughout the novel is a matter of appreciation as he mixes
allthe agony and chaos with atouch of humor.

The novel’s last paragraph emphasizes how distanced
the British and the Indians had become. The novel ends with
the earth itself uttering with “Its hundred voices, No, Not yet,”
and the sky chiming in, “No, Not there.” These lines put
forward places in -separable barriers between the British and
the Indian. Forster suggests to the readers that friendship of
an English and an Indian is not possible in India. Buttoday itis
to be appreciated that India and England have good relations,
be it on an economic or political base. The racial tension and
agony has somewhat decreased in all these years.

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Review on book —

Titanic

The following book review is based on the famous book
‘Titanic’ by James Cameron. Author James Cameron
expressed interest in the famous sinking of the ship RMS
Titanic. He decided to script and film his next project based
on this event. The picture revolved around a fictional
romance story between two young lovers from different
social classes who met on board. Before production began,
he took dives to the bottom of the Atlantic and shot actual
footage of the ship underwater, which he inserted into the
final film. Much of the film’s dialogue was also written during
these dives.

While reading the book | came to know about many things
which could be the reason for the sinking of RMS Titanic. The
book contains very brief information about the largest
steamers in the world at that time. The Titanic was a famed
passenger ship that hit an iceberg in
the North Atlantic Ocean on 15 the
April, 1912. It is remembered in
history as one of the greatest
tragedies of the 20" century, despite
the fact that its makers claimed that
the ship was ‘unsinkable’. It sailed
from Southampton in England to New
York in North America with 2223
passengers on board. Not many
people know that the primary reason
for the loss of so many lives was due to a lack of ample
lifeboats. Although the upper deck was designed to carry 62
lifeboats, it contained only 20 of them. The number of
lifeboats was reduced in order to make the deck look more
appealing to the passengers. Additionally, after the ship
struct the iceberg, poorly trained crew cast off quite a few
lifeboats even thoughthey held on half their capacity.

There is an image of Lifeboat 14, headed by Fifth Officer
Harold Lowe, which returned to save four more people. The
Photograph shows a group of survivors approaching the
rescue ship RMS Carpathia. It was shot by a passenger on
board called Louis Manshield Ogden. He was an ordinary
passenger on the ship, who happened to have a camera. His
swift presence of mind has resulted in one of the mosticonic
visual documentations of the tragedy.

On that fateful night, the temperature of the water was
roughly — 2 degree celsius. Those who jumped off the ship
and tried to swim in the freezing water died of exhaustion.
Others who were rescued, died of Hypothermia, as there was
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barely any protection from the biting cold. The rescue
operation lasted for four hours until all the remaining lifeboats
were picked up. Carpathia managed to save roughly 706
passengers and two dogs.

The book Titanic also contains a fictional romance story
between two young lovers from different social classes who
met on board. The boy Jack was a poor guy and the girl Rose
who belonged to a high class family, met on the board
accidentally. Jack saved Rose’s life when she tried for
suicide and since that moment they became good friends.
The friendship turned into true love and the books as well as
the movie has the same story in it. When the ship was struck
by an iceberg, both Jack and Rose were there on the board.
Jack sent Rose to the lifeboat for her safety of life, but she
went out from that lifeboat and stayed on the board with Jack
till the last moment. When the whole ship sunk,
Jack stayed inside the exireme cold water and
kept Rose on some kind of float. Jack died due to
the cold water, but he kept Rose alive. Jack gave
his everything even his life for his true love and
died, but still he is alive in the deep of Atlantic
where the Titanic is.

James Cameron directed a movie based on
his own book ‘Titanic’ which is actually a real life
story and named that movie as ‘Titanic’.

Upon receiving the Best Director Oscar,
Cameron exclaimed, “I'm king of the world!”, in reference to
one of the main characters’ lines from the film. After
receiving the Best Picture Oscar along with Jon Landau,
Cameron asked for a moment of silence fot the 1,500 men,
women, and children who died when the ship sank.

In the end | would like to write that the Ship RMS Titanic
was the largest streamer but unfortunately the first journey
became the last and more than 1,500 people died. Whenever

An Ancient Cournty

My Name is Saad Ahmed | am from Iraq, one of the
ancient countries in the world. Most of the Iraqgis belong to
some tribes. There are Thirty of the 150 or so identifiable
tribes in Iraq. Tribes are grouped into federations (gabila).
Below the tribe, there are the clan (fukhdh) the house (beit)
and the extended family (khams).

I belong to Al-A-Jbouri tribe and Al-Jbouri families which
is one of the biggest family inIraq

The number of people in my tribe is 7.9 million.

Most of the people in my family live in salahaddin city and
most of them are in army and police.

History and religion

In ancient times Iraq was known as Mesopotamia. It’s an
ancient Greek root word which means between rivers and
people who were living there are called as Mesopotamins.

Iraq has one of the world’s oldest cultural histories. Iraq is
where the Ancient Mesopotmain civilizations, whose legacy
went on to influence and shape the civilizations of the Old
World.

Mesopotamia is the site of the earliest developments of
the Neolithic Revolution from around 10,000 BC. It has been
indentified as having inspired some of the most important
developments in human history including the invention of the
wheel, the planting of the first cereal crops and the
development of cursive script, Mathematics, Astronomy and
Agriculture.

Arabs rule Mesopotamia during the medieval period had
the greatest cultural impact on modern Iraq. The dominating
culture within Iraq is Arab, and most Arabs are Muslim. Iraqi

Muslims are split into two groups, the Sunnis and the Shias
(Shiites). The Sunnis, a majority in Islam, are a minority in
Irag, and the Shias, a minority in the Arab world, are the
majority in Irag. Between the Shia and Sunni Muslims, loyalty
to Irag has come to be a common factor. Thought they have
differing views, both Sunnis and Shias hold high leadership
positions in the government as do some Christians, Jewish,
Saibai and Yazidi.

Under Saddam Hussein, Iraq was ruled by a mostly
secular Arabs. Saddam’s regime has altered the power
balance between Iraqgis’ people.

Unlike many Arab Countries, Irag embraces and
celebrates the achievements of its pastin pre-Islamic times.

Almost all Iragis speak and understand their official
language, Arabic. Kurdish is the official language in
Kurdistan of Iraq.

Culture

Culturally, Iraq has a very rich heritage. The country is
known for its poets and its painters and sculptors are among
the best in the Arab world, some of them being world-class.
Iraq is known for producing fine handicrafts, including rugs
and carpets. The architecture of Iraq is seen in the sprawling
metropolis of Baghdad, where the construction is mostly
new, with some islands of exquisite old buildings and
compounds, and elsewhere in thousands of ancient and
modern sites across Iraq.

The Hanging Gardens of Babylon, one of the Seven
Wonders of the Ancient World. Possibly built by King
Nebuchadnezzar Il in 600 BC, the gardens are believed to
have been a remarkable feat of engineering : an ascending
series of tiered gardens containing all manner of trees,
shrubs, and vines. The gardens were said to have looked like
alarge green mountain constructed of mud bricks.

Irag has long reflected cultural diversity. Although Iragis
generally are a religious and conservating people, there are
strong seculartendencies inthe country.

Holidays:

The Anniversary of the Revolution is on 17 July and the
most important secular holiday. It was on this day in 1968
that the Baath Party took control of the Republic of Iraq. Other
holidays celebrate Islamic feasts and include the day
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following the month — long fast of Ramadan (Id al Fitr), the
sacrificial festival of Id Adha, the birth of Muhammad, and
pilgrim’s return from Mecca.

Other holidays include the Newroz, the Iragi Army Day,
and the International Worker’s holiday. Weekends in Iraq are
Friday and Saturday, as opposed to the Western version of
Saturday and Sunday.

There are many values that are honored in the Iragi
culture, including generosity and humility. Men commonly
hold hands or kiss when greeting each other, but this is
typically not the case for men and wome. Respect is given to
the elderly and women, especially those with children.

Many markets reflect local culture and economy such as
the famous Al-Safafeer market in Baghdad which is one of
the oldest markets in the city established during the Abbasid
Caliphate and remains famous for various copper
collectables and exhibits.

Arunachal Pradesh is a state of India. It constitutes a
mountainous area in the extreme northeastern part of the
country and is bordered by the kingdom of Bhutan to the
west, the Tibet Autonomous Region of China to the north,
Myanmar (Burma) and the Indian state of Nagaland to the
south and southeast, and the Indian state of Assam to the
south and southwest. The capital is Itanagar.

Arunachal Pradesh, meaning “Land of the Rising Sun,”
long has been recognized region of the Indian subcontinent,
receiving mention in such ancient Hindu literature as the
Kalika-purana and the epic poems Mahabharata and
Ramayana. Formerly known as the North East Frontier
Agency (from the British colonial era), the area was part of
Assam until it was made the Indian union territory of
Arunachal Pradeshin 1972, and in 1987 it became an Indian
state. The region, however, has been the subject of an
ongoing sovereignty dispute between India and China. Area
32,333 square miles (83,743 square km). Pop. 1,382,611.

Tawang Monastery Most of Arunachal Pradesh’s terrain
consists of deep valleys flanked by highland plateaus and
ridges that rise to the peaks of the Great Himalayas. The state
encompasses three broad physiographic regions. Farthest
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south is a series of foothills, similar in type to the Siwalik
Range (a narrow sub-Himalayan belt stretching across
much of northern India), that ascend from the Assam plains
to elevations of 1,000 to 3,300 feet (300 to 1,000 metres).
Those hills rise rapidly northward to the Lesser Himalayas,
where some ridges and spurs reach 10,000 feet (3,000
metres). Farther north, along the Tibetan border, lie the main
ranges of the Great Himalayas, where Kangto, the highest
peak in the state, dominates the landscape, reaching about
23,260 feet (7,090 metres).

Drainage and soils

Kameng River The major rivers of the state are the
Brahmaputra and its tributaries—the Dibang [Sikang], Lohit,
Subansiri, Kameng, and Tirap. The Brahmaputra (known as
the Tsangpo in the Tibet Autonomous Region of China and as
the Dihang [Siang] in Arunachal Pradesh) flows eastward
from Mansarovar Lake in Tibet before dipping south through
the Himalayas into north-central Arunachal Pradesh. The
river then winds its way southward across the length of the
state, cutting a narrow, steep-sided gorge into the
mountainous terrain. The Brahmaputra finally emerges onto
the northern edge of the Assam plains—a finger of which
extends into southeastern Arunachal Pradesh—near the
town of Pasighat. It is joined by the Dibang and the Lohit
rivers a short distance beyond Pasighat, just south of the
border between Assam and Arunachal Pradesh. West of the
Brahmaputra, the Subansiri is the only tributary to cross the
main Himalayan ranges. The Kameng and other rivers in the
area rise on the southern flanks of the mountains. The Tirap
River drains the southeastern part of the state.
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Soils vary considerably with terrain. Generally, however,
they are acidic and, in mountainous areas, subject to
erosion. The major soil types are inceptisols, entisols, and
ultisols. River valleys are characterized by rich alluvial soils
that are highly suited for agriculture.

Climate

The climate of Arunachal Pradesh varies with topography
and elevation. The foothill zone is subtropical and has a hot
and humid climate; in the lower valleys, summer
temperatures in June, July, and August typically rise into the
mid-90s F (mid-30s C), while winter high temperatures in
December, January, and February usually reach the mid-50s
F (about 13 °C). Average temperatures decrease as
elevations increase inthe mountains.

Precipitation in the state generally follows the wet-dry
monsoon pattern. Annual totals average about 130 inches
(3,300 mm), falling mostly between April and September
during the wet southwest monsoon. In the centre of the state,
however, the precipitation figure approaches 160 inches
(4,100 mm) or higher per year.

Plant and animal life

Arunachal Pradesh’s diverse terrain, climate, and soils
are reflected in its fauna and flora. About two-thirds of the
state is forested, with a wide belt of swampy rainforest lying
along the foothills. Forests of tropical evergreens and
subtropical pines (as well as subtropical mixed broad-leaved
and pine forests) are found in lower elevations. As elevation
increases, the woodlands give way to mixed and coniferous
temperate forests. Subalpine and alpine vegetation, with
rhododendrons predominating, appears on the higher
slopes. A great variety of medicinal plants, including ginseng
and yew, also grow in Arunachal Pradesh, and they are used
by much of the population for the treatment and cure of
various ailments.
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Animal life includes tigers, clouded and snow leopards,
elephants, wild buffalo, serow and goral goats, many
species of deer, and primates such as hoolock gibbons, slow
lorises, macaques, and capped langurs. Animals found at
higher elevations include bharals (wild sheep), black bears,
and red pandas. The rare musk deer and takin (Budorcas
taxicolor) also are found in the state. Moreover, Arunachal
Pradesh has an abundance of fish, many varieties of snakes,
and hundreds of species of birds.

People

Apa Tani women Arunachal Pradesh is home to dozens of
distinct ethnic groups, most of which are in some ways
related to the peoples of Tibet and the hill region of western
Myanmar. More than two-thirds of the state’s people are
designated officially as Scheduled Tribes, a term that
generally applies to indigenous peoples who fall outside of
the prevailing Indian social structure. In western Arunachal
Pradesh the Nissi (Nishi or Dafla), Sherdukpen, Aka, Monpa,
Apa Tani, and Hill Miri are among the main tribes. The Adi,
who constitute the largest tribal group in the state, live in the
central region. The Mishmi inhabit the northeastern hills, and
the Wancho, Nocte, and Tangsa are concentrated in the
southeastern district of Tirap. Throughout the state, the tribal
peoples generally share similar rural lifestyles and
occupations; many are subsistence farmers who
supplement their diet by hunting, fishing, and gathering
forest products. Dispersed villages and isolated farmsteads
are typical features of the landscape. Aside from the
Scheduled Tribes, much of the remainder of the population of
Arunachal Pradesh consists of immigrants from
Bangladesh, as well as from Assam, Nagaland, and other
states of India.

The tribal groups speak about 50 languages and dialects,
most belonging to the Tibeto-Burman branch of the Sino-
Tibetan language family. They are often mutually
unintelligible; thus, Assamese and Hindi, both of which are
Indo-Aryan languages, as well as English are used as lingua
francas in the region. Each of the tribes follows its own
social, cultural, and religious practices, and most are
endogamous (marrying within the group). Many of the
groups practice local religions that involve interaction with
various spirits and deities of nature. Ritual sacrifice is
common, and a domesticated gaur (wild ox), locally known
as a mithun, is especially valued as a sacrificial animal.
Some residents of Arunachal Pradesh practice Hinduism,
especially those near the lowlands approaching the border
with Assam. Tibetan Buddhism is found among groups near
the Tibetan border, and some tribes along the Myanmar
border practice Theravada Buddhism, which is predominant
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in Southeast Asia.

Arunachal Pradesh has the lowest population density of
any state in India. Most of the populace is concentrated in the
low-lying valleys, with the hill peoples living in scattered
upland communities. There are no cities and fewer than two
dozen towns. ltanagar, in the southwest of Arunachal
Pradesh, is the state’s largest town.

Agriculture and forestry

jhum: Arunachal Pradesh More than half of the population
of Arunachal Pradesh is engaged in agriculture, but only a
tiny portion of the land is under cultivation. Although settled
agriculture, including wet-rice farming, has expanded
considerably since the late 20th century, many of the hill
peoples continue to practice shifting agriculture (jhum),
whereby land is cleared by burning the vegetation, is
cultivated for several years, and then is abandoned in favour
of another site when the productivity of the soil declines.
Rice, corn (maize), millet, and buckwheat are among the
chief crops grown by that method. Major commercial crops
include oilseeds, potatoes, ginger, sugarcane, and
vegetables.

Mithuns are widely kept, and yaks are important in the
higher elevations. The Monpa herd sheep. Some groups also
raise fish through aquaculture.

Arunachal Pradesh, with its abundance of forest cover,
once derived a significant portion of its gross state product
from logging and forestry. Production has dropped
dramatically since the 1970s, however, largely in response
to environmental legislation. In the early 21st century,
forestry supported just a few local industries of small or
moderate size.

Transportation and Telecommunications

The state’s rugged terrain makes transport and
communications extremely difficult. With few paved roads
and, for along time, no railways in Arunachal Pradesh, links
with the rest of India are limited. However, there long has
been an active trade network within the region, with
footpaths connecting villages at different elevations.

Most of the major transportation centres serving
Arunachal Pradesh are in the neighbouring state of Assam;
among those are the nearest airport, near Lilabari, and the
nearest railhead is in Harmoti (or Harmuty). However, in
2014 a rail line was opened between Harmoti and
Naharlagun. State-owned and private companies operate
regular bus service from Itanagar to various towns of Assam,
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including Guwahati, Tezpur, Dibrugarh, Tinsukia, and Jorhat.
Service alsois available to Shillong in Meghalaya.

Telecommunications were long largely undeveloped in
the state, with landline telephone service limited mainly to the
larger towns. Although basic telephone access has
improved since 2000, greater progress has been made in
expanding mobile telephone service into remote mountain
areas. Internet access, although still fairly limited, has also
increased in the early 21st century, including the installation
of fibre-optic cables.

Education

Despite the presence of numerous primary, middle, and
secondary schools, the literacy rate in Arunachal Pradesh
continued to rank among the lowest in India in the early 21st
century. There are a number of postsecondary institutions,
including Arunachal University at Itanagar, which was
founded in 1984. The state also has specialized colleges
focusing on such fields as education, engineering, industry,
and forestry and agriculture.

Cultural life

Mishmi dancers in traditional dress Tribal peoples in
Arunachal Pradesh wear distinctive garments and
headdress. The art of weaving is especially important, and
textile designs are unique to each group. Dances are an
integral part of community life. Losar, Mopin, and Solung are
major tribal festivals. At such festivals, villagers often drink
millet orrice beer, as well as tea.

Cultural institutions

Arunachal Pradesh has an array of notable cultural
institutions, which together underscore the state’s religious
and cultural diversity. The state museum, which houses an
ethnographic collection consisting of local archaeological
finds, musical instruments, weavings, carvings, and other
examples of material culture, is located in the capital,
[tanagar. Also in Itanagar are the governor’s residence and a
picturesque Buddhist temple, each crowning one of the
city’s two prominent peaks. A Christian revival church and
temples dedicated to the Hindu deities of Kali and Shiva are
located in nearby Naharlagun. Bomdila, in the snow-clad
Himalayan ranges of the state’s western segment, has many
Buddhist monasteries and hermitages, while Tawang, in the
far-northwestern extremity of Arunachal Pradesh, is famous
for its 17th-century Mahayana Buddhist monastery with
gold-lettered Buddhist scriptures. Parasuramkund, on the
Lohit River in the state’s eastern region, is a place of Hindu
pilgrimage where sins can be washed away in the local
waters. Malinithan, in central Arunachal Pradesh, is an



archaeological site and also a place of great sanctity.
Recreation

Arunachal Pradesh offers numerous parks, gardens,
wildlife sanctuaries, and other natural settings for outdoor
recreation. Bhalukpung and Tipi, both in the southwest, and
Bomdila all are noted for their abundant flora, especially
orchids. Namdapha National Park, near Dibrugarh on the
south-central border, has a wildlife sanctuary inhabited by
tigers and leopards. In Naharlagun the botanical garden at
Polo Park sits atop a ridge overlooking the town. Other places
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valued for their unique scenery and natural environment are
Ziro, set in a levelled valley of west-central Arunachal
Pradesh and covered on all sides by pine-clad, stooping hills,
and Ganga Lake just outside of Itanagar.

Languages

The most common language in the Comoros is

The three
major ethnic groups in Nigeria contribute 70 percent
of her total population

Next are the IGBO's who occupy the
Southern Eastern part divided into the

ACTIVITIES CONDUCTED DURING THIS ACADEMIC
YEAR:
