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THE UNSUNG HEROES OF THE WAR

When the pandemic struck
the world in March of 2020,
it became deafeningly silent.
People were left baffled; a
large number lost their jobs
and everybody was trying to
scurry back to their
hometowns haphazardly.
There was extreme
commotion and confusion.
People who were affected
the most were our migrant workers, daily wagers,
domestic help, and many more.

Armed in shoe covers, a gown, protective goggles,
gloves, and an N-95 mask, doctors and nurses are
working around the clock, breaking over-time records.
Most of them don't even get to tuck their children in
bed because of their long (sometimes 24-hour) shifts.
A lot of them have given up going home and are living
in solitary confinements, video-calls being their only
form of solace. They are under immense pressure from
the fact that there is no definitive cure for this infection
along with calming the alarmed nerves of the families
of patients. Many of them don battle scars: deep cuts
from wearing masks, long hair being chopped so that it
doesn't come in the way of the PPE gown, sore feet, and
blistered hands. Due to scarcity of resources, a lot of
medical officials are forced to reuse masks and kits
which is an extremely risky thing to do. But I suppose
in times of crisis, one has to weigh what is riskier.

There are millions out there who are rising above these
dangers and going beyond the call of duty and fighting
to keep the wheels of normalcy running. While doctors
and nurses are manning (and wommaning if [ may) the
frontline, most of us forget to look beyond that. We
have the policemen holding the fort down. Countless
times they have to go to the houses of quarantined
patients and make reports along with at times, asking
them to get admitted into hospitals. We see them on the

roads, the scorching sun
beating down on their
capped heads or at times
taking shade in small make-
shift shelters to save
themselves from the
pouring rain. They've
pleaded with us all with
folded hands to not make
their jobs tougher than it
already is. But what do we
give in return? Getting upset and annoyed at them and
provoking them to use force. None of us realize that
what they're doing is BESIDES their normal work.

We then have our online delivery executives who are
making sure that we get our orders delivered in the
stipulated time. The world might have come to a
standstill, e-commerce hasn't. If nothing, it's boomed.
They are taking extra measures to make sure our
products are contact-less deliveries and sanitized at
every step. The Zomato and Swiggy delivery boys,
who go from house to house serving warm food to
people while trying to maintain self-hygiene. Would it
hurt us to tip off an amount as small as rupees 10 or 20?
We have our milk and newspaper delivery guys, who
are ensuring that we have our daily cup of chai and
coffee while reading the headlines. The garbage
pickers who pick up the waste from houses and
separate them every single day. The floors in our
buildings don't magically clean themselves. From the
safety of our homes, we read the perplexing news of
the COVID-19 situation. Do we pause and think about
the news reporters and camera-men who are making
this possible? The telecom staff who are putting up
towers everywhere to ensure that there are no network
issues for people working from home. The power
company technicians are making frequent rounds
around town to ensure the reduction of power cuts on
the drowned power grids. While we walk down to our
local kirana stores to buy household supplies, the
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shopkeeper greets us with a smile and a bottle of
sanitizer. Although they look cheerful on the outside,
they are terrified of being in contact with such a large
number of people. Along with the safety of their
families, they're also worried about their dwindling
business.

On the side-lines, we have security van drivers who are
going from ATM to ATM, ensuring the availability of
cash everywhere. The vigilant security guards who are
diligently taking temperatures and maintaining a log of
everyone who's coming into the society. These people
are working double, sometimes triple shifts just to
make ends meet. With the introduction of online
classes, I'm sure their children would require a device
with the internet. Along with this are our cab drivers.
They have suffered a heavy blow during this locked-
down. They are doing their best to pay off EMI's and
school fees with their meager income. We have petrol
pump workers, filling cars all day long. They stand for
over 7 hours a day! We have public bus drivers and
conductors still functioning because they cannot
afford to lose their jobs. Have we finally started
respecting our domestic help and car cleaners for the
work they do? What seems so effortless for them is
backbreaking for us! The dusty cars were a constant
reminder of how our society would be without them.
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Amidst this, we also have people who are fighting to
keep the society up with the 'new normal'": the railway
team brainstorming how to convert train
compartments into emergency beds; the government
officials working relentlessly to release orders for the
administration to abide by, bank staff who work hard to
keep the recessive economy active and insurance
professionals ensuring our protection and medical
costs to be covered. This also includes a 5-year-old
teaching her grandmother to press the lift button with
her elbow and pushing lobby doors with her feet.

As individuals, can we modify our attitudes towards
these unsung heroes and treat them with the dignity
and respect they deserve? Can we give them the pride
and place that they have earned through their relentless
and diligent work? We owe our 'new normal' to these
people. Once complete normalcy is restored and we are
back to bustling to our workplaces, the pandemic
becomes a thing of the past. If we fail to pass along this
story to our future generation, it will be an unjust action
against humanity.

The covid crisis has left everyone feeling terrified,
anxious, confused and angry. The lack of adequate
enough countermeasures as well as facilities has resulted
in chaos in the middle of'the stillness of lockdown. during
this time, everyone has had to face challenges, some
worse than others. Although struggles cannot be
compared, many have had the privilege of being able to
stay in their own homes while some have walked across
borders even still to barely survive.

Not only our nation, but the entire world is caught in this
war against covid 19. there have been far too many
casualties. we have not only lost many to covid itself but
also to its resulting arsenal like starvation, depression and
unemployment. and even as this war rages around us, we
have enough time to spare for prejudices and injustices
especially against the marginalised communities.

Every single marginalised community that was already
suffering has only had to face the harshest of
consequences of covid along with the constant reminder
of the rarity of their accessibility. This crisis has left
everyone hopeful for a better future while the current
state of affairs continues to deteriorate.

Women, notably, from all backgrounds and communities
have suffered the utmost effects of this situation. Few
have been confined in their abusive households, others
have had a significant increase in the amount of workload
- be it a working woman or a homemaker - which is
scarcely shared by their partner. Studies show that the
mortality rate of male cases is higher even though the

prevalence between the binary genders is observed to be
similar. That being said, women are at a higher risk of
having to withstand financial impediments as a result of
unemployment, which has incidentally been higher for
women than men, according to research.

Lockdown has been one of the biggest countermeasures
enforced throughout our country. But on a personal level,
what steps have been taken consciously by people to
ensure prevention of the widespread disease? The
pandemic has affected men and women differently in
many aspects such as biologically as well as mentally.
The efforts for prevention of covid 19, too, have been
different for men and women.

Masks have been at the front lines, but there is an issue of
accessibility for many commodities and essential goods -
including masks - that has amplified during these trying
times. ['ve seen women wear their daily scarves as a
substitute for masks while men wear handkerchiefs. Both
of these devices fail to serve the purpose of masks —
filtering the air for the disease. Also observed, is that men,
more predominantly, wear masks rather than women —
who, like mentioned before, continue to wear scarves.

Perhaps this is a reflection of how women's needs are
considered secondary to those of men or perhaps it just
goes to show that not enough investment or efforts are
endeavoured for the cause of protecting women, as is the
case for many socio-political scenarios. However, it is
not just men who have deemed the needs of women
secondary; [ see women insisting on not spending money
on themselves for a mask while they gladly buy them for
their family members. Women, too, have been
indoctrinated to think that they are the secondary sex.

Despite the magnitude of the covid 19 pandemic, we
continue to see disparity in the basic rights and treatment
of women which spans across intersectional
communities in various forms. We must come together as
a populace of this earth and fight this battle, not only
against covid, but also against the prevailing injustices
that have plagued us pre discursive.

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Glimpse of Women in Manipuri Society

In this era of gender
equality, breaking
sterotypes and women
empowerment, the
status of women in any
given society is in
question. Ranging from
a highly educated and

Manipur

qualified family to that
of a women in rags societal norms and duties has laid
down several paths for all. Be it in work, peace,
humanity, daily life, a feminine figure is always involved
but are, more than often denied of dignity and respect
that they deserve.

Rabindranath Tagore said, “women is the builder and
moulder of anation's destiny. Though delicate and soft as
a lily, she has a heart, far stronger and bolder as a man”.
Women are indeed capable of being emotionally and
intellectually good as me. We are all familiar with the
names such as Mother Teresa , Malala Yousafzai, Rani
Laxmibai, Rani of Jhansi, Begum Hazarat, - Mahal,
Sarojini Naidu, its for their contribution in shaping
today's world. Now lets take a look on how women
shapes and affects the Manipuri Society.

Manipur wasn't a part of Indian union and only got
annexed after signing a Forced Merger Agreement in
1949. Prior to that the state had its fair share of freedom
struggles and memorable fierce battles. In 1927
Gaidinliu, aged 13, joined the Heraka movement led by
her cousin Haipou Jadomang which aimed to end the
British rule and establish Naga Raj. At the age of 16 she
became a leader of Guerrilla forces fighting against
British rule and urged the people not to pay any taxes
(her own version of Non-Cooperation Movement, unlike
Gandhi who supported Non-Violence). But she was
arrested and sentenced to life imprisonment.

Besides from Gaidimliu and her followers, two major
women-led wars broke out in the pre-independence.
Manipur which was fought against the colonial rule in
1904 and 1939. It contributed much to the making of a
free and a democratic state, bringing about economic

and political reforms. During 1904, male members (aged
17-60) were forced to work for the Britishers for free (for
every 10 of 40 days). They were ordered to move to
Kabalu valley (now in Myanmar) to fetch timber for
rebuilding the British Political Agent's burnt bunglow.
The enraged and agitated women protested against the
injustice of freed labour. In 1939, economic inflation due
to high taxes and excess export of rice by the British
Government and Marwari businessman caused second
women-led warin the history of Manipur. To this day,
every year, 12" of Decemberis observed as “Napi Lam
Day”. Though unarmed, thousands of women were
resilient, feisty and fought for justice.

The Arms Forces Special Power Act (AFSPA 158) which
was imposed in Manipur (from 8" September 1980)
declared the state as “disturbed area” and is still in force
(been 41 years) . Under this act, the state has faced a
series of rape cases (minors included ), violation of
human rights massacres, extra judicial killings etc.
Women were abused, tortured, forced to give birth infront
of the Indian Army soldiers, murdered, brutally killed
etc.

Civilians were killed (fake encounters cases), used as
forced labours, schools and churches dismantled,
starvation, houses and villages burnt and raided etc.

The rape and murder case of Thangjam Manorama Devi,
the 16 year long fast of Irm Chanu Sharmila, the nude
protest of 12 mothers (2004) and several other cases
weren't reported to the public's knowledge still remain
deeply engraved in our minds. The unending protest and
agitation against the act is still left unheard.

Coming to the present day scenario, there is active
participation of women in all spheres of life. Education,
Health care, Politics, Administration, Arts and Culture,
Sports, Entrepreneurs, Business, Fashion etc, women are
seen in every activities of life. They even represent, not
only the state but also the country, on the international
platform. MC Mary Kom (boxing), Pukhrambam Sushila
Devi (hockey), L.Bombay La Devi (archery), Saikhom
Mirabai Chanu (weightlifting) etc are some of the women
athletes from Manipur.
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Manipur is a patriarchal society, like many Indian states,
yet it has the world's only women market in the heart of
the capital. The “Ima Keithal “ or “Mother's Market”, is
solely run by women folk of this region of this region. It
doesn't mean defying patriarchy but an embodiment of
gender equality. Men aren't the only bread makers of a
family in this society. The women also earn a steady
income by engaging in agrarian activities as well as
textiles (hardcore and heirloom). The Meira — Parbis
(torch bearers) keep vigil and act as guardians of civil
society ; against human rights violation, drug abuse and
to prevent public disorder.

But are women being recognised, given their due respect,
rights and dignity ? Has sexual and domestic iolence
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come to an end ? [s uprooting patriarchy the only solution
to bring women empowerment and equality to its front ?
The idea that women should always be calm and
composed has shut our voices, left unnoticed and
disregarded. Women are involved in moral policing.
Women, often misinterpreted as liberating, fighting
against patriarchy. But it does't mean fighting against
men, but against a system that subjugates women and
other gender impairing healthy growth of society, We
should strive forward, stand for ourselves, regain our
confidence and heroically reclaim our rights as a human
and as an individual. Women are mothers, as the saying
goes, “The hand that rocks the cradle rules the world” a
women is and always has been a powerful influence in
creating and shaping a society.

Our first invited speaker was Dr. Mainak Banerjee
from Department of Chemistry, BITS Pilani K. K. Birla
Goa Campus, Goa-403726, and the talk was scheduled
on 10/11/2020 at 3.00 pm on Google Meet platform,
around 101 participants attended the session. He
gave an excellent coverage on Green chemistry and
mechanochemical synthesis of Heterocycles. Further
he discussed about making bridge between nature
and technology.

Also he
discussed about Twelve Principals of Green
Chemistry stated by Paul Anastas. Which says that
reduce the risk of solvent, chemical etc. So we can use
alternative ways like Sonochemistry, Microwave
assisted synthesis for the synthesis of organic
compounds of medicinal applications. Further he
explained about mechanochemical synthesis and its
parameters and use of mortar and pastle, liquid
assisted grinding, reaction optimization and how
mechanochemical synthesis is more efficient and
green approach than traditional organic synthesis.

Second invited speaker was Dr. Amrita Chatterjee
from Department of Chemistry, BITS Pilani K. K. Birla
Goa Campus, Goa-403726, and the talk was scheduled
on11/11/2020 at 4.00 pm on Google Meet platform,
around 85-90 participants attended the session. She
gave an excellent coverage on AIE “AlE Based SMART
Sensing Materials: Environmental and Biological
Applications”. Her talk introduced all the participants
to the new research area and new fluorescent
compounds called “Aggregation-Induced Emission”.
She explained what AIE is, how it works and what are
their applications in different areas and its real world
applications etc. Further she discussed about her
research work, detection of Lead, Dissolved CO,, and
Ascorbic Acid etc. Students interacted with the
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speaker after her talk and asked their doubts about
the Limit of Detection, solvent study and comparative
study etc. and the work speaker presented during the
session.

Our third speaker was Dr. Manisha Khaladkar from
Department of Applied Science, College of
Engineering, Pune, Shivajinagar, Pune-411007, and
the talk was scheduled on 21/01/2021 at 3.00 pm on
Microsoft Teams platform, around 75-80 participants
attended the session. She gave an excellent coverage
on “Synthesis and Characterization of
Nanomaterials”. Further she explained about
nanomaterials and nanochemistry, various synthetic
methods like Top-Down and Bottom-Up approach,
different synthesis methods and focused ion beam
machining etc. Students interacted with the speaker
after her talk and asked their doubts on the work
speaker presented during the session.

Next invited speaker was Dr. Rohan Erande from
Department of Chemistry, IIT Jodhpur-342037, and
the talk was scheduledon 21/01/2021 at 3.00 pm, on
Google Meet platform, more than 100 participants
attended the session. He spoke about the “Necessity
of Drugs Discovery and Development”. He further
discussed how different parts of the plants were given
as medicine in ancient times what were the adverse
effects of those traditional medicines etc. Then he
shifted his talk from ancient to recent way of drug
development and process and the time require for
one drug to come to the market etc. Further he
explained the work he done on synthesis of different
natural products and their application as a medicine,
different synthetic route and efficient method of
synthesis etc. Students interacted with the speaker
after his talk and asked their doubts on the work
speaker presented during the session.

Our fifth invited speaker was Dr. Anup Ranade from PI
industries Ltd, Udaipur, Rajasthan 313001, and the
talk was scheduled on 21/01/2021 at 3.00 pm, on
Microsoft Teams platform, around 75-80 participants
attended the session. He discussed about
“Introduction to Intellectual Property Rights”.
Further he discussed about, how to file patent, types
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of patents, how industries protect data by patenting
it, geographical patenting, trademarks and career
opportunities for students for patent officer exam and

courses for joining patent office as well as industry
etc.

Dear Friends,

It gives me a lot of pleasure to share my thought process in setting up a small
scholarship in honour of my parents.

My parents came from poor families who really struggled to get an education but
always understood the value of the same. My mum, was enrolled to a government
school in year 7 and was constantly at risk of being removed from the school rolls due
to delay or non-payment of fees which would have been less than Rs 100 for a term.
Mr. Sandeep Gollapudy Being a girl child had additional hurdles to overcome as there was priority for poor
Director - Program Management g dents who happen to be boys. She lacked access to basic essentials such as
Alumnus of Second Batch 1993-94 notebooks, text books or stationary. She would take up partially used books from
other (richer) students and write up notes on the blank pages left over. However her notes were always meticulous &
soon became sought after by other students who did not capture them diligently. The head master in her school, was a
kind gentlemen who recognized the potential of my mother and used to pay her fees from his own salary or at times carve
out a scholarship from a “Poor Boys Fund” to ensure my mom & her siblings could attend school. As she grew older, my
mom started running tuition classes after school to generate income for her family. She managed to complete BSC & Bed
by doing multiple jobs till her marriage. Post marriage, she relocated to Pune as my Dad has his job with ARDE Pashan.
She applied for teacher roles in multiple schools and despite having studied in Telugu, Kannada medium managed to
become a secondary school teacher in an English convent schools (St Joseph's Pashan). She worked at St Joseph's for 24
years till her retirement and taught thousands of students.

My dad had his own challenges with funding his education but persisted with doing multiple side jobs till he could get his
M SC in Physics and a job as a scientist after a brief spell with the Airforce in the sixties. Although my parents had stable
jobs the cost of living in Pune was considerable & my mother in particular worked significant extra hours giving tuitions
in Maths & science for STD 7 — 10 year students to improve our family income and support my sister & me.

The generosity of strangers helped my parents to study & qualify for respectable jobs without taking any shortcuts. This
experience really opened my eyes on how much a small gesture can help in the long term.

[ have been extremely fortunate to have a good education without doing anything extra (unlike my parents). [ am doing
my small bit to ensure my fellow countrymen / women realise the benefit of education & RISE in life with honest
livelihoods. Educating a girl child in particular, improves her whole family as her awareness & horizons broaden. I see
the same in my family across generations and wish it happens across India irrespective of caste/ religion and solely based
on family economic status and students desire to learn.

I felt really happy to learn that one of the deserving candidates who received the Gollapudy scholarship has gone on to
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become a well-educated & respected member of society and setup a similar scholarship with our college. Isn't this a
fantastic multi-generation Return on Investment on a very small principal amount?

I'wish every student the very best & humbly request everyone to consider helping at least one more fellow countryman to
make us successful as a society & country.
