Some of the functions the librarian is involved in are Information broker for print and electronic infor-

mation. He identifies, retrieves, organizes, repackages and provides electronic access to digital infor-

mation through portals. He plays role as a Technology Application Leader, Facilitator to make access 

to information easier, Educator (who trains clients on internet use and accessing E-resources, Consor-

tia, and databases), Website Designer, Blog builder, Database manager, Server manager (cloud / vir-

tual servers), Policy maker and as Business manager while negotiating with publishers, aggregators. 

 

A vital question that arises in 21st century is whether there is a need for librarian in the electronic age? 

Undoubtedly the answer is “YES”. Librarians are more in demand than ever in Digital age because in 

this information age quantity of information is multiplying every 10 hours. Such wealth of information 

needs to be delivered in time and in a preferred manner. An average reader finds it difficult to navigate 

through the vast sea of information, sift through it, evaluate and analyze it to determine its accuracy. 

Librarians have the expertise in locating, filtering, organizing and giving access to information whether 

it’s in print form or electronic form. They are information literacy experts who help readers find good, 

relevant stuff. Acting as conduit between the library user and the wealth of information is a big respon-

sibility. Libraries and librarians have an important role in ensuring that all sections of society are 

brought into the democratic process. Librarians are considered as information management gurus and 

called as teacher of teachers. Unfortunately few colleges still treat them like non-teaching staff though 

UGC has given them the designation of a teacher. 

 

In academics the subject experts are expert in their. They know about their subject only. On the other 

hand a librarian, being manager of all knowledge in the library classifies and organizes knowledge in a 

systematic way and also distributes it in excellent manner although not an expert in that specific sub-

ject. Today’s librarians are techno savvy and well competent with the changing technology. Many li-

brarians are working more than 20 hours a day from home also. World Wide Web which is a source of 

all information engages Internet Librarians to organize the information as technology cannot do the 

work of classification and indexing. Though All Search Engines use crawlers/spiders or indexers in or-

der to search accurate information, readers need librarian’s assistance. Knowledge Processing Or-

ganizations (KPOs) that working for big libraries and publishers of the world seek the guidance of li-

brarians in indexing, abstracting, cataloguing, classification etc. The role of librarian in corporate sec-

tor also has changed to Information Consultant. 

 

The Librarian is a pivot around which the building and sharing process of knowledge revolves. He or 

she supports teachers or researchers in creating, representing of pedagogical knowledge, Encour-

ages teachers to review, critically analyze and learn from peer’s represented knowledge and also en-

able teachers to integrate other’s knowledge into their own. Open knowledge exchange zone provide 

venues for teachers to share pedagogical knowledge to improve practice.
